Lesson Leant During the Campaign Activities:

16 Days of Activism

1. The activitiesunder 16 days of activism including seminars, poster and debate
competitions provided a platform to the communities to think over issues of GBV.
Through activities were limited in numer yet theseevents improvedthe basic sense
of realization of rights of women in the target communities.

2. Multiple seminars at tehsil level instead of one district level seminar could have been
more meaningful and effective in terms of both coverage andensitization of
communities living in more remote areas where issues of GBV are more prevalent.

3. It has been learnt that youth have immense potential to learn about such issues and
can act as change agents if their capacities are properly built. Their \aeti
participation in poster and speech competitions organized at each district is a great
opportunity for the development agencies and governmental agencies to focus
upon. They shared their views that issue of GBV is discussed in their schools for the
first time through such interactive and creative activity. The number of such activities
should be increased by organizing at least one competition in eaehsils.

3. Frameworks ensuring continuity of awareness activities and sustainability of change
need to be in place at districtevel.

4. It is learnt that multiple approaches of information dissemination helps in increasing
awareness on issues of GBV among socio culturally diversified groups of audience.

Challenges & Gaps:
1. Activities under 16 days of activism should have been agized between 28
November till 18" December to get maximum impact.
2. Seminars played effective role at District level but due to mobility issue we could
not ensure 100% participation from each and every tehsil.

3. Due to varied level of literacy among ferale population, level of participation may
differ.
